Two renowned ceramists will present their work-  Antonella Cimatti- Professor of Ceramic Design, Italia National Institute of Ceramic Art Faenza Italy and Andrew Martin, the American ceramist living in Neetherland.

Education at Italian National Institute of Ceramic Art, Faenza, Italy and Academy of Fine Arts, Bologna, Italy. Since 1979 Professor of Ceramic Design, Italia National Institute of Ceramic Art Faenza Italy. 
She uses paper clay for her lighting object and interior sculptures of ceramic filigree. The procedure anticipates the moulding with a free hand syringe on concave or convex refractory support for a hihg temperature firing. Sometimes the forms are then mounted on hand-blown glass bases, designed and commissioned in Tuscany.
Antonella Cimatti belongs to the eminent italian ceramists of middle generation. She is represented in art collections of many galleries in Italy and abroad.

The american ceramist living in Neetherland. Author of distinguished publication " Mould Making & Slip Casting "in which he describes besides others his unusual working process- making models of porcelain clay and scanning the forms of this models.

Andrew Martin studied ceramics at The New York State College, has a several years teaching experience on San Rafael University in California an more than six years was a director of famous " Da Plastique Studios" where he perfected his working method and applied it in the manufacturing process of the studio. The work of Martin Andrew-porcelain objects and dinnerware is characterized by color. He uses the decoration for us known from Moravian and Slovak folk pottery- blending of color engobe. He creates this color decoration separately and applies it on porcelain objects as transfers.

Andrew Martin is very successful in presentation of his work worldwide, mainly in USA.
