The Czech National Award for Student Design 2017
The Czech National Award for Student Design is celebrating the 27th anniversary!

The Czech National Award for Student Design was announced by the Czech Design Cabinet first in the year 2008. It continues however with competitions organized by the Design Centre of the Czech Republic from 1991 to 2007. Young designers from all kinds of schools competed for Student Design prize consisting of three awards that time: Czech National Award for Student Design, Excellent Student Design, and Outstanding Student Design. 
The Design Cabinet CZ is a foundation program of the Architecture & Building Foundation supported first of all by volunteers – design students. During rescue of the competition after Design Centre of the Czech Republic had been abolished, the conditions, image, ways of assessment, and style of presentation of the competition were changed by Design Cabinet CZ.
This year´s competition was declared by Czech Design Cabinet, Moravian Gallery Brno, and Slovak Design Center.
The competition became international in the year 2012. Next change was made in 2014 when it was divided into two sections – one covers the area of visual communication, the latter covers the area of product design. Both competitions are organized individually in the “style of biennial”. This year the student works were competing in various branches of product, industrial, and transport design. 


As far as the competition is concerned, the students from 12 universities (4 foreign ones included) and 16 professional and secondary schools submitted total 256 authors presenting 231 works. 

The three independent juries assessed their works: university jury consisting of university lecturers, high school jury consisting of high school teachers, national jury consisted of museum curators, independent experts, and the best professional designers of the Czech Republic. Student works were assessed by total 53 professional jurors – university lecturers, designers, experts and design curators.

The juries selected total 99 works for award after several evaluation rounds. One work was awarded the Czech National Award for Student Design 2017 * GRAND, one secondary school design was awarded the Czech National Award for Student Design * JUNIOR 2017, 6 works were awarded the Excellent Student Design 2017, and 10 works were awarded the Outstanding Student Design 2017.  
The winner of the Czech National Award for Student Design 2017 * GRAND gains from Czech Centres one week stay in one of their selected residences in Europe, luxurious wrist watch Prim (company ELTON hodinářská, a.s), one week internship in selected course of the international summer school of arts ArtCamp of Ladislav Sutnar Faculty of Design and Art of University of West Bohemia in Plzeň, the book Materiology and voucher to Library of Materials from Happy Materials, s.r.o. company, one year subscription of the Brand & Stories magazine and products of companies Tescoma, s.r.o. and IKEA Czech Republic, s.r.o.
The winner of the Czech National Award for Student Design 2017 * JUNIOR gains one week internship in the selected course of the international summer school of art ArtCamp of Ladislav Sutnar Faculty of Design and Art of University of West Bohemia in Plzeň, voucher to Library of Materials from Happy Materials, s.r.o company, one year subscription of the Brand & Stories magazine and products of companies Tescoma, s.r.o. and IKEA Czech Republic, s.r.o.

Winners of Excellent Student Design 2017 gain one week internship in the selected course of the international summer school of art ArtCamp of Ladislav Sutnar Faculty of Design and Art of University of West Bohemia in Plzeň, and products of companies Tescoma, s.r.o. and IKEA Czech Republic, s.r.o.

Winners of Outstanding Student Design 2017 gain products of companies Tescoma, s.r.o. and IKEA Czech Republic, s.r.o.
Special prizes were awarded by the rectors, deans, and directors of the educational institutions, professional associations, museums, and professional magazines. Exit Design prize was awarded by the Dean of the Art and Design Faculty of the J. E. Purkyně University in Ústí nad Labem (30 000 CZK), three universities and one high school student works received the award of the Dean of the Design and Art Faculty of the West Bohemian University (3 x 10 000 CZK + one week internship in the selected course of the international summer school of art ArtCamp of Ladislav Sutnar Faculty of Design and Art of University of West Bohemia in Plzeň), one work received the Award of Rector of Mendel University in Brno (10 000 CZK), one work received the Award of Dean of Forestry and Wood Technology Faculty of Mendel University in Brno (5 000 CZK), and one student work received the award of Director of Institute of Machine Design, Brno University of Technology Faculty Mechanical Engineering (10 000 CZK).  Next work received National Technical Museum Award (buying the chosen work to museum collections for adequate price), one work received the Award of the Museum of Decorative Arts in Prague (buying the chosen work to museum collections for adequate price) and one high school work received Award of Society of Friends of the Museum of Decorative Arts in Prague (5 000 CZK).  Next prizes were awarded by Union of Professional Designers CZ, Brno company Design Atak (awarded student gains internship in Design Atak studio) and Prague studio Koncern design (awarded student gains internship in Koncern Design studio) and subscription of The Architect+ Magazines.
2 400 addressed journalists from printed, audiovisual, and internet media awarded the Journalists Prize. Public Prize received one university and one high school work with the highest number of votes on the web pages www.studentskydesign.cz.
