1.2 Participants of the Competition "

Students of Universities, High Schools, and Professional Schools can

participate in the competition, if they finished their studies at the latest of t he
in the summer semester 2014. Both individuals and author teams from
Czech Republic or abroad can participate in the competition.

1.3 Subject of the Competition 2016
a) Kind and Time Specification.

All student works i.e. final exam, semester, graduate and other own
works in the field of visual communication that were created after Ja-
nuary 1, 2014, but had not been registered in the previous years of the
competition, are acceptable.

b) Topic Specification.

All works from the widest spectrum of the term visual communication
- e.g. graphic design (posters, books, booklets, visual styles, typogra-
phy, experimental graphic design, interdisciplinary graphic design etc.)
applied and advertising photography related to the design, graffiti,
digital media, motion design etc.

c) Requirements.

The requirements are described in the Appendix 1. The registered works
that do not satisfy the specifications defined in the paragraph 1 of the
Conditions or do not satisfy the specifications defined in the Appendix
1, will not be accepted.

If the registration fee is not paid in the defined term then the work will
be put out (see the paragraph 3.2 of the Conditions).



2.1 Juries

Three independent juries (named by the director of Design Cabinet CZ
with consideration of announcers) will assess the accepted works.

The High School Jury will consist of appointed High School teachers
and professional designers or artists. The University Jury will consist of
appointed University pedagogues and professional designers or artists.
The National Jury will consist of independent experts, curators, and
professional designers or artists. The Juries may be international.

Jury members will be appointed in cooperation with the individual educa-
tional institutions and organizers of the competition.

The High School and the University juries will be assembled on these
principles:

A pedagogue may become a member of jury if at least two works
from his/her atelier were accepted and the school confirmed his/
her appointment.

Some members of juries are pedagogues whose students were
awarded in the last year‘s competition (National Award, Excellent
Design or Good Design).

Some members of juries are pedagogues from the directly coope-
rating schools (Art and Design Faculty of the J. E. Purkyné Univer-
sity in Usti nad Labem, Ladislav Sutnar’s Art and Design Faculty of
the West Bohemian University in Plzen).

In case when the constitution of jury does not correspond to the
set of branches of accepted works, then a next member will be
appointed along results of the last year competition.

Composition and results of the National Jury will be published in a sepa-
rate document.

Schools will be called upon to taking part in juries by Director of Design
Cabinet CZ. Each addressed educational institution will make a proposal
of jurors and their deputies with consideration to the recommendations
of Design Cabinet CZ Director.

Constitution of the juries will be published on www.designcabinet.cz,
www.studentskydesign.cz, on web pages of the cooperating announ-
cers and on the web pages of the schools and universities that will show
interest in it.

The membership in the Juries is honorary.

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2.2 Way of Assessment for Universities, Schools, and Professional
Schools

Assessment of the works will be performed via internet.

Design Cabinet CZ will provide the appointed jurors with all the nece-
ssary materials (photos, videos, animations, annotations etc. in digital
form), table with the list of the accepted works, criteria for assessment,
assessment point scale, and tables for assessment.

Each juror will assess each work individually by recording points into the
table along defined criteria.

The assessed works will be anonymous, i.e. the jurors will know only
registration number without knowing names or schools.

Director of Design Cabinet CZ is the secretary of jury and nominates the
deputy to secretary. The secretary will process the completed assess-
ment tables and on the base of number of points from all jurors then will
decide which works will be nominated for National Award for Student De-
sign. In the case when there is not a clear level for definition of nominati-
on, new materials will be sent to jurors for next round of assessment.

The secretary and the deputy are responsible for organization of asse-
ssment, communication with jurors, maintaining running documentation,
and working out of the final report.

Members of the both University and High School juries will have at least
10 days for the assessment of works.

All registered and accepted works will be assessed.
Point assessment of the works will be registered.

2.3 Nominations and Advancement to the Final National Round of
the Competition

Both the University and High School Juries decide on dependency on the
point assessment about nominations for the National Award for Student
Design 2016. The independent National Jury consisting of professional
designers and experts (the respected personalities out of educational
institutions) will award at most 10 prizes on the level of Good Design,

10 prizes on the level of Excellent Design and one National Award for
Student Design 2016. The top valued work of High Schools and Profe-
ssional Schools is awarded by the National Award for Student Design
2016 *JUNIOR (unless the National Jury issues other decision).

All nominated works may be awarded special prizes by cooperating
announcers or partner organizations.



3.1 Way of Funding

The competition is based on funding from more sources. Evenin 2016,
the key is the registration fee that presents the participation of schools
or students who registered individually. The main finance source is con-
tributions of private donors.

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4.1 Applications

The deadline for submitting the applications (i.e. registration) is June 23,
2016. The completely filled-in application form must be submitted (all
image attachments included) on the address www.studentskydesign.
cz/en. Design Cabinet CZ assigns to each registered work unique regis-
tration number. The accepted works are assessed anonymously only
under their registration numbers.

4.2 Competing Materials and Enclosures

All necessary enclosures that are part of the application must be regis-
tered via application form on the address www.studentskydesign.cz/en ;
the deadline is June 23, 2016 (see the previous paragraph). Exceptiona-
Illy and due to well-founded cases, extra term may be arranged for some
schools after agreement with the school leadership. The schools will be
informed about extra term via rectors, deans or heads of departments
and ateliers.

4.3 Collecting of the Nominated Works for Evaluation by the Natio-
nal Jury

The date and the place of collecting of the nominated works will be pub-
lished at the end of August on web sites www.studentskydesign.cz and
www.designcabinet.cz.

Posters (size 70 x 100 cm on the solid kappa undercoat) will be presen-
ted to the National Jury together with the nominated works.

No works collected for assessment by the National Jury are insured.

Some participants of the competition can be asked to provide posters
and works for exhibitions abroad.

4.4 Giving Back the Materials

The posters and the nominated works will be given back to the partici-
pants of the competition after appeal of The Moravian Gallery in Brno
and the Design Cabinet CZ. If the materials are not withdrawn during
one month, then they will be provided to the collections in museums
engaged in design.
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5.1 Announcement of the Results and Awarding
a) Announcement of the Results

Announcement of the results is supposed on November 10, 2016.
Nevertheless, Design Cabinet CZ reserves the right to change the date
and place. This change will be announced in time. Letter of invitation for
the ceremonial awarding will be sent to all the participants.

b) Press Conference

Award promoters will arrange a press conference on November 10,
2015 where reporters will be given press materials, CD/DVD with visual
data etc. All awarded students, their pedagogues or school representa-
tives will be invited to take part in the press conference.

c¢) Media Campaign

Award promoters will organize media campaign in two waves: one month
and one week before awarding.

5.2 Presentation of the Competition

Presentation of the results and awarded works will depend on the
amount of financial contributions of private subjects. Exhibition of the
works nominated for National Award for Student Design will be held in
The Moravian Gallery in Brno from September 16 to October 30, 2016.

Exhibition of awarded works New G(o)ods! will take place in the gallery
of Architecture and Building Foundation in Prague from November 11 to
November 29, 2016. It is supposed that the results of the competition
will be presented both in Czech Republic and abroad via Czech Centers
inyears 2017 and 2018.

5.3 Presentation of the Registered Works

An adequate documentation will be prepared to the exhibition in which
all awarded works will be presented and also all registered works and the
schools where these works were created.

Each participant of the competition (student) will receive free of charge
one presentation product and each registered school will be given some
presentation products related to the number of registered works (relati-
on will be approximately 1:5).

The results of competition will be also published on Design Cabinet CZ
web pages, on Student Design web pages, on web pages of cooperating
announcers, on web pages of partners, and on web pages of participa-
ting schools and ateliers if they show their interest init.

Maximal number of the enclosed files with the visual attachments (wit-
hout poster) is 8. It is necessary due to publication in order that name of
each enclosed file has a unique identification (name of author, name of
work, alternatively name of author of the photography) or caption to the
photos.

No diacritic is allowed in the names of the files (only acceptable charac-
tersare A-Z,a-z, 0-9,and the character “underscore” ). If the requi-
rements on the format are not met, then the work will not be registered.
In case of special kinds of presentation (video, animation, etc.), please,
contact us via e-mail info@designcabinet.cz.

In case of nomination and advance to the national round, the compe-
titors or schools will be called upon (in the end of August and at the
beginning of September) to provide the design:

a) As amodel, a prototype, or a complete product for assessment by the
National Jury (please, see the details about the national round), if it is
required by nature of the work.

b) As a presentation board (poster) with dimension 70 x 100 ¢cm (on
height), on the solid kappa undercoat (max width 0.5 cm); the works ad-
justedin frames or in glass will not be accepted. The registration number
must be written on the reverse side.

The works and all documents must be labeled with the registration num-
ber, but no other identification info must be present (especially no name
of author or school), otherwise the anonymity of the competition would
be violated.

The models (prototypes, products) and the presentation boards will be
assessed by the National Jury and will be used for the follow-up exhibiti-
ons.

All persons involved agree that any conflict
related to the competition will be solved conciliatory in presence of
announcer of the competition. Judge authorities that are relevant for
solving possible conflicts (that was not closed conciliatory with coope-
ration of announcer) are general tribunals of Czech Republic.
