The most important exhibition of the Festival. Organized for 30 years, the Legnica International Jewellery Com-
petition focuses on the creative aspect of art jewellery, with the emphasis on the idea and interpretation. Works
were assessed by the international jury composed of: Leo Caballero (Spain), Mariusz Gliwiski (Poland), Stawomir
Fijatkowski (Poland), Eija Mustonen (Finland), Barbara Schmidt (Germany). 342 artists from 42 countries submitted
561 works. At the exhibition will be presented works of 56 artists, mainly from Europe, but also from Chile, Israel,
Canada and Korea.
